According to Olympic Delivery Authority (ODA) and the London Organising Committee for the Olympic Games (LOCOG) directors it is estimated about there would be approximately 70,000 business opportunities related to the preparation of the event in infrastructure both permanent and temporary and services such as security, translation, catering, IT, transport, and artistic creativity among others.  
It is estimated that there will be 250 major Tier 1 contractors working on the Olympic park and the other Olympic sites such as the Olympic village and the boating center in both the construction and services sectors. There will be another 2000 Tier 2 subcontractors working directly for the Tier 1 companies and from the overhead diagrams there looked like 7 plus tiers in all. It was mentioned that the main contractors will be keeping their established supply chains but the Tier 1 contractors and Tier 2 subcontractors will be required to tender for new suppliers outside their chains on the official London 2012 Olympics tendering website below:

All the main work for the both the ODA and LOCOG will also be tendered through the CompeteFor website. The main contractors are required to publish and accept a minimum of 20 percent of their required works on the CompeteFor website and that also applies to those who are subcontractors throughout the chain. Once work on the Olympic park is finished there will continue to be projects associated with the Olympics legacy that will stretch beyond 2012. 

For any firms wishing to bid or even to look at what work is available it is important to register and publish your information on the above ‘Compete For’ website as only those with information registered and published (including financial information asked for) on the website will actually be notified and considered for the estimated 70,000 tender opportunities over the next four to five years (there will be work to downsize the Olympic park and remove other temporary structures after the games as well as the continuation of the Stratford City project). Once registered each firm has an opportunity to receive information on 10 areas of interest. Emails will be sent to notify and ask for tenders (the registered user must activate the email alerts by going to the My Account section). The form is fairly easy to fill in but asks certain questions which may seem strange to the non-British business but the information helpline (0044845 2177804) should be able to assist with any questions you may have in filling the form in. The website asks if certain policies such as Health and Safety and Diversity are in place but details of these will only be asked for if the supplier is listed in the final group of 7 short listed to supply.       

It is now possible to see which firms have already supplied the ODA with goods and services. LOCOG have begun their process of looking for goods and services mostly for the running of the games.

Tendering and Procurement: The ODA set up an E-Tendering website where all interested parties can register to receive information on all contract and tender opportunities. There is no lower limit on the contracts/tenders and it will be possible to only receive information on a particular field of interest. Tender information can still be received without registering but if a company wishes to bid for any work they must be registered. In the registration form there are two fields which will not apply to Czech based companies but they must still be filled in with the words ‘Not Applicable. These are the fields requiring information on ‘Company Registration Number’ and ‘VAT Number’. A business network is being run by the London Development Agency.

Olympics Webinar on Procurement and Sustainability 21.01.2010

This webinar was held between 8 and 9AM on 21.01.2010

The Olympic Delivery Authority (ODA) has a budget of 9 billion for permanent and temporary infrastructure projects such as the Olympics stadium, the Olympic Village, the Media and Broadcast Centres, landscaping and all other building, upgrade and renovation projects related to the Games.

The London Organising Committee for the Games (LOCOG) on the other hand is a private company with a budget of 700 million to organise the Games. The Committee is expecting 205 teams, 15,000 athletes, team members and Olympic officials, 9 million tickets to be sold, 20,000 media personell, 16,800 shuttle cocks to be procured and 14 million meals to be served over the 6 week Olympic and Paralympic period. There are many venues on the Olympic park but an equally large number off the park for sports such as football, archery, shooting, cycling, canoeing, sailing and rowing. As regards procurement goods and services for the Olympics and Paralympics will be procured together and the majority for LOCOG will be procured in 2010. 

There are 8 categories for which goods and services will be procured at both a Tier One and below:

· Artists, Performance and Events 

· Sports (goods)

· Security of all types

· Technology – computing and other

· Services of all types (PR, translation services etc)

· Transport and Logistics (for example buses and coaches including the drivers)

· Facilities management and catering

· Venues and infrastructure

The first category will cover things like the opening and closing ceremonies, the team welcomes, the torch relays and medal ceremonies.

The second category covers the purchase, lease or donation of sports items such as shuttle cocks, tennis balls, boats, gym equipment etc. There will be over 1 million pieces of individual equipment needed. Some of the items already have pre-determined suppliers but there will be also be many opportunities open for bidders.

The third category covers all areas of security from cameras to people on the ground. It is estimated that 9 million people will visit the various Olympic sites, there will be 200,000 temporary workers, 70,000 volunteers all over London and 15,000 athletes, team members and officials. 

Much of the technology involves the sponsors using their own systems and looking for suppliers through their own chains – but there will be many opportunities.

The services category will involve a vast list of items such as PR and translation services

Transport and Logistics will involve the movement of the athletes and officials around the various venues. It is estimated that there will be 1800 coaches and buses needed as well as other transport. 

 There will be many opportunities in the facilities management and catering category – three of which were posted on the Olympics page last week – waste and cleaning. 

The last category of venues and infrastructure will cover items such as temporary power distribution, upgrade and renovation of venues outside the Olympic park, heating and power etc.

Firms buying on the Competefor website operate under public sector rules. One of those rules is that a supplying firms turnover must be at least 4 times the value of the contract offered. It is estimated that there will be approximately 50,000 contracts throughout the supply chain for the Olympics of which 2,000 will be direct from the Olympic Delivery Authority to Tier One contractors and service suppliers and the rest via the supply chain. Of all the contracts which have so far been awarded for Olympics work 75 percent has been to SMEs and 18 percent to businesses with less than 10 employees.

There is a possibility that the Olympic village project may be nationalised if the Olympic Delivery Authority’s partner and developer Lend Lease are unable to raise their share of the £1 billion funds needed to build the village. This, according to the paper, would create a ‘black hole’ in the contingency finances of the ODA of almost £750 million as Lend Lease have so far only been able to come forward with £250 million.

Once work on the Olympic park is finished there will continue to be projects associated with the Olympics legacy that will stretch beyond 2012. 

For any firms wishing to bid or even to look at what work is available it is important to register and publish your information on the above ‘Compete For’ website as only those with information registered and published (including financial information asked for) on the website will actually be notified and considered for the estimated 70,000 tender opportunities over the next four to five years (there will be work to downsize the Olympic park and remove other temporary structures after the games as well as the continuation of the Stratford City project). Once registered each firm has an opportunity to receive information on 10 areas of interest. Emails will be sent to notify and ask for tenders (the registered user must activate the email alerts by going to the My Account section). The form is fairly easy to fill in but asks certain questions which may seem strange to the non-British business but the information helpline (0044845 2177804) should be able to assist with any questions you may have in filling the form in. The website asks if certain policies such as Health and Safety and Diversity are in place but details of these will only be asked for if the supplier is listed in the final group of 7 shortlisted to supply.       

It is now possible to see which firms have already supplied the ODA with goods and services and from the end of the Beijing games in August 2008 LOCOG will begin their process of looking for goods and services mostly for the running of the games.

Start of information September 2006

Introduction:

The Olympic games will take place in London, United Kingdom from 27 July to 12 August 2012 and the Paralympic Games from 29 August to 9 September 2012. All events will take place in or near London apart from sailing and the Olympic football group stages. The vast majority of venues are already in existence but some will need modifications. The major project to be built is the Olympic Park which will contain among other things: the Olympic stadium, the Aquatic Centre, the Olympic Village and the Press and Media centres. The principle agencies overseeing the games and the delivery of infrastructure are: The London Organising Committee (LOCOG), the Olympic Delivery Authority (ODA), the London Mayors Office and the Government Department for Culture, Media and Sport (DCMS). The government of the United Kingdom and the London Mayors Office have agreed an overall funding package of (2.375 billion. The Government has guaranteed that it will act as the ultimate guarantor of the construction costs of the games infrastructure.

The Organising Bodies:

The Olympic Board is the body charged with overseeing the entire project. The members of the board are: Tessa Jowell, (Olympics Minister), Lord Sebastian Coe (Chair of LOCOG), Ken Livingstone (the Mayor of London) and, Lord Moynihan (chair of the British Olympic Association).

The London Organising Committee for the Olympic Games (LOCOG), chaired by Lord Sebastian Coe, is the organization responsible for the actual preparation and staging of the Olympic games in 2012. The chief executive is Paul Deighton. LOCOG is responsible for issuing most of the contracts for goods and services such as sports equipment, sale of venue seating, temporary facilities, security, clothing, catering and, official merchandise. Public tender contracts will be advertised beginning in 2009.

The Olympic Delivery Authority (ODA) is the body responsible for overseeing the delivery of the permanent and temporary Olympic venues and infrastructure. The key people in the ODA are: Jack Lemley (chairman), David Higgins (chief executive) and Howard Shiplee (construction director).  The ODA has responsibility for all Olympic Park infrastructure and site preparation, delivery of all the permanent competition venues, the building of the Olympic Village, the International Broadcast Centre and the Main Press Centre, the building of temporary venues, Olympic transport projects, permanent works to existing sports venues and the conversion of the Olympic Park after the games have finished. The programme to deliver the Olympic Park is based on a 2-4-1 time scale. The first two years starting in 2006 will involve acquiring the remaining land necessary, obtaining planning permission and cleaning the land, the four year construction period will begin in 2007 with the stadium to be ready in June 2011 and the Olympic Village in December 2011. The final year is to be used to test and commission the sports venues and facilities.  

Cost of the Infrastructure of the Olympic Park:

Olympic stadium – ₤280 million, 

Olympic village –   ₤650 million, 

Estimated costs of other new venues – ₤310 million

The Olympic Park:

The Olympic Park, situated on a 306 hectares site in Stratford, East London, is the setting for the main Olympic stadium, the Olympic village and some of the other sports venues (listed below). In addition to existing transport links to the park a new high speed train link has been built to transport the public from central London (Kings Cross) in 7 minutes (to be ready in 2007). The other main venues to be contained in the park will be an aquatic centre of two 50 meter swimming pools and a diving pool, 2 hockey pitches, a cycling velodrome and a BMX track, three/four multi-sport arenas for other sports , a training complex for tennis which doubles as a paralympics venue, a press and a broadcasting centre, foodhalls and other visitor venues (the master plan can be seen on the link below). The design of the plans will take into account the need to have a long lasting legacy for when the games are finished meaning that some of the structures are temporary or will be scaled down in the period after the games. The main focus of the park will be the stadium which will be built to hold 80,000 people and is estimated to cost ₤280 million. The Olympic village, containing 17,320 beds in 3,600 apartments is to be built by a public/private consortium. Once the games are finished they will be handed back to the public/private consortium to form part of the overall regeneration plan for the Stratford area. The apartments will be for sale or rent. The whole project is part of a much bigger development of the Stratford area that will include the building of business, leisure, housing and social infrastructure. Apart from the Olympic Park there will be 10 venues in Greater London, 3 just outside London and 6 in other parts of the United Kingdom. Of the 3 just outside London 2 will be water sport venues (rowing and canoeing) and 1 will be for mountain biking.  In the other parts of the UK, 5 will be football stadiums and the last will be for sailing. Some of the venues in the Greater London area will need some renovation to make them ready for the games.   

Financing the project:

The ₤2.375 billion financing for the construction and infrastructure element of the Olympic Park and other venues will be co-provided by the UK government and the Mayor of London. LOCOG funding will be obtained from private funding such as the UK national Lottery ticket sales, broadcasting rights, sponsorships and ticket sales. It is estimated that 8 million seats will be on sale for the games from 2011.   

The Delivery Partner:

A British - American consortium have been selected to undertake the project management of delivering the Olympic Park infrastructure in cooperation with the ODA. The three companies are CH2M Hill (USA), Laing O’Rourke and Mace (UK). The new company is known as CLM and is chaired by Mr. Ray O’Rourke, chief executive Ron Brooks. The job of CLM is not to build the structures but to oversee the construction and ensure that the strict timetable is met.  Contracts to build the venues and infrastructure will be issued separately. All three have long histories of participating in building infrastructure for Olympic Games venues.

The tendering and procurment process: 

The ODA has moved onto the second stage of its timed development plan which includes the venue and infrastructure procurement and, design phase. The first set of contracts relating to the procurement of infrastructure and construction materials will be issued in early 2007. Procurement opportunities will also be advertised on the Official Journal of the European Union web page.
